SECTION Ill. COURSE POLICIES AND INFORMATION

COURSE DESCRIPTION

This course (FREN 2311) is for students who have previous knowledge of French. This is an intermediate-
level course and focuses on the acquisition of vocabulary, grammar and appreciation of culture. This



course will focus on the acquisition and appreciation of the target language and culture at the American
Council of Teachers of Foreign Languages (ACTFL) rubric of intermediate range proficiency in listening,
speaking, reading, and writing skills in the target language to understand how the language is shaped
through values, and belief systems within its embedded societies. Intermediate competency to make
connections and comparisons between the target language and cultures and the student's own
dominant cultural and social patterns. The course will emphasize oral and written skills in French. These
skills are acquired and enhanced through listening, writing, oral, reading skills and vocabulary
acquisition. At the end of the course, a successful student will have a basic understanding of French
culture in addition to producing simple French sentences with a vocabulary of about 1,000 words.

PREREQUISITES

The requirement for enrolling in the next class FREN 2312 —Intermediate French |—is a grade of C or
better in this class or the equivalent. Students may place out by taking the CLEP test by contacting the
Testing Center in AB4.

COURSE OBJECTIVES

The two essential course objectives of FREN 2311 are:
GAINING FACTUAL KNOWLEDGE (TERMINOLOGY, CLASSIFICATIONS, METHODS, TRENDS) DEVELOPING
SKILL IN EXPRESSING ONESELF ORALLY OR IN WRITING

This course will emphasize these objectives through oral, reading, writing and listening exercises,
assignments and activities. Students should expect in-class drills on pronunciation, simple oral
conversations in French with classmates during class readings and film viewings, modeling behavior,
role-playing and extemporaneous speech in simple French. In class activity will also comprise of reading
assigned readings to improve intonation, pronunciation with the objective of making students
comfortable and confident in orally producing French.

STYLE/FORMAT

This class meets 3 days a week (on Monday, Wednesday and Friday) on campus for fifty minutes on each
class day. The class will mostly comprise of instruction and testing of vocabulary and in-class student
participation in practice conversations along with exercises from the textbook that students will be
expected to complete orally. Teacher prepared exercises and activities, internet-web based exercises
and listening and reading comprehension exercises will also be used for in-class instruction and
interaction. The focus of all the above in-class activities/exercises will be to improve oral communication
skills.
