Addendum: Use of Telephones and Text Messagers in Academic Classrooms and Facilities

applies to any device that performs the function of a telephone or text messager.

* No telephone conversations shall be conducted during class

» Any use of a telephone or text messager or any device that performs these functions
during an exam or quiz is prohibited. These devices should not be present during an
exam or quiz and should be stored securely in such a way that they cannot be seen or
used by the student. Even the visible presence of such a device during an exam period or
quiz will result in a grade of zero points for that exam or quiz. Use of these devices
during an exam or quiz is considered de facto evidence of cheating and could result in a
charge of academic dishonesty. SHSU Academic Policy Statement 100728 states that



even the visible presence of such a device during the test period will result in a zero for
that test. Use of these devices during a test is considered de facto evidence of cheating
and could result in a charge of academic dishonesty.

» Inthe case of a personal emergency, students should leave the classroom in order to
conduct any telephone conversation.
