COURSE DESCRIPTION:
This course includes theoretical concepts and laboratory experiences in modern dance, ballet, and/or other approved dance experiences. Students are placed in technique levels by audition and/or consultation with the instructor of record. Additional or alternative course components may be tailored for the individual student and specified in a contract filed with the instructor of record.

PREREQUISITES:  Placement by audition.

COURSE OBJECTIVES:
1. Demonstrate ability to incorporate theoretical concepts of ballet and modern dance through performance in the technique classes.
2. Demonstrate ability to apply technique and use feedback towards development of more advanced technical and performance skill.
3. Demonstrate mature level of focus in approach to dance technique process.

Course Requirements: 
Students are responsible for fulfilling the expectations specified in each syllabus. Questions about grades given within the semester (mid-term assessments, for example) should be directed to the instructor for that technique. 

A higher level of engagement in the learning process is expected of graduate students than for undergraduates.  Similarly, a higher level of professional behavior is expected.

Grading
The final grade will be the average of each technique reported by the instructors of each contracted component.

DANCE PROGRAM POLICIES

ATTENDANCE—Graduate students are subject to the same policy as undergraduate students.  However, professional opportunities are more likely to arise for MFA candidates, and will be excused provided the student initiates communication appropriately and provides documentation.  Due to the participatory nature of the course, attendance is mandatory.  Attendance will be taken each and every class period.  Each absence in excess of six class periods will lower the student’s course grade by 5 percentage points.  No make-up classes will be allowed.  Absences for official university functions may be excused provided that the student requests this accommodation well in advance and presents official documentation.  Professional opportunities will be assessed at half an absence.  All other absences count toward the total of six.  

TARDINESS—Students will not be allowed to be tardy to class.  The professor will lock the doors to the studio when class begins.  No student will be allowed in the studio once the doors have been closed.  Please be aware that failure to be in class on time will result in an absence.  

DANCE MAJORS MEETINGS—Dance majors meetings take place on the first Wednesday of each month at 1:00 pm in the dance theater.  Students in Dance Majors technique classes (DANC 1333, 2333, 3333, 4333, 1334, 2334, 3334, 4334, 3335, 4335, and 5333) must attend Dance Majors Meetings.  Absence from Dance Majors Meetings counts as one of the 6 absences allowed for the course.

     Section 51.911(b) of the Texas Education Code requires that an institution of higher education excuse a student from attending classes or other required activities, including examinations, for the observance of a religious holy day, including travel for that purpose.  Section 51.911 (a) (2) defines a religious holy day as: “a holy day observed by a religion whose places of worship are exempt from property taxation under Section 11.20….” A student whose absence is excused under this subsection may not be penalized for that absence and shall be allowed to take an examination or complete an assignment from which the student is excused within a reasonable time after the absence.
     University policy 861001 provides the procedures to be followed by the student and instructor.  A student desiring to absent himself/herself from a scheduled class in order to observe (a) religious holy day(s) shall present to each instructor involved a written statement concerning the religious holy day(s). The instructor will complete a form notifying the student of a reasonable timeframe in which the missed assignments and/or examinations are to be completed.
